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Bangladesh is neither prepared for changing weather nor skilled enough to attract and
utilise global climate funds, said Professor Ainun Nishat, a renowned Bangladeshi climate
negotiator and water expert.

“Bangladesh’s climate action needs trans-disciplinary coordination when climate actions lack
inter-ministerial coordination,” he said while addressing a national seminar ‘Bangladesh's Climate
Resilience and Financing: Challenges, Opportunities and Way Forward’.

Addressing as the chief guest, member of parliament and Climate Parliament Bangladesh convenor
Nahim Razzaque urged climate actors to explore public-private partnerships and innovative
financing methods amid minimal availability of grants for climate adaptation and mitigation.

Observing that there is a lack of oversight, transparency and accountability, Nahim said, “Impact
analysis [of a climate project] must be one of the benchmarks for ensuring a sustainable sourcing
of climate finance.”

Finance Division’s Additional Secretary Mohammad Abu Yusuf, BIISS’s Senior Research Fellow
Sufia Khanom, and ITUCN Bangladesh Representative and Bangladesh Institute of Planners’
General Secretary Shaikh Muhammad Mehedi Ahsan presented three separate keynotes.

Yusuf said blended finance, attracting private capital, could be an effective way of scaling up
climate finance.

Sufia mentioned 113 necessary interventions in Bangladesh’s climate resilience and estimated that
the country would require $230 billion for the next 27 years.

While requesting more investment in skill development and innovative solutions, Mehedi said
unless the bureaucratic system endorses innovative ideas, innovative climate projects will not bring
positive results.

ActionAid Bangladesh’s Country Director Farah Kabir, urging participation from private entities,
warned that nobody, including the private sector, is out of the climate change impacts.

Retired Air Commodore Ishfaqg llahi Choudhury said the establishment of a Sundarbans Fund, for
the Bangladesh and Indian parts of the mangrove forests, may bring positive outcomes like what
has been done in the case of Amazon Fund.

He said global climate vulnerability has been assessed. Of the 190 countries in the world,
Bangladesh has been placed at eighth position. Bangladesh could have been the most vulnerable
country in the world. But the way it has been calculated makes the difference.

"The number of people dying or deaths is the major factor in assessing vulnerability. When the
large number of cyclones that occurred in the country is left out from the assessment, we slipped
from number one to eight.”

Climate finance is now one of the most important issues worldwide. The developed world is
refusing to provide funds in line with its promise, and it is one of the major challenges, he

observed. "Capacity building and technology transfer are other major areas which we must focus
on," he suggested.

International financial aid for climate change in Bangladesh negligible

o Developed countries not fulfilling their target for climate fund
« Bangladesh is one of the most vulnerable countries due to climate change

The international financial support received so far for addressing climate change in Bangladesh
is negligible, Country Representative of the IUCN Bangladesh Shaikh Muhammad Mehedi
Ahsan has said.

He said the developed countries are committed to allocating $100 billion per year by 2020
through to 2025 for addressing climate change in the most vulnerable developing countries. But
this target has not been fulfilled yet.

“Moreover, in accordance with the climate finance negotiation, climate finance is supposed to be
new and additional to official development assistance (ODA). However, in most of the cases,
climate finance is merged with ODA by developed countries,” he said.

Challenges, Opportunities and Way Forward” organized by the Bangladesh Institute of
International and Strategic Studies (BIISS) on Monday at its auditorium.

Climate finance refers to local, national or international financing drawn from public, private and
alternative sources of financing to support mitigation and adaptation actions for combating
climate change.

The United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC), the Kyoto Protocol
and the Paris Agreement are the legal basis of Climate Finance.

Trans-disciplinary unity must to fight climate change: Speakers

Climate change is not science fiction; it is a harsh reality impacting the entire world, with
consequences becoming more severe. As the eighth most climate-vulnerable country,
Bangladesh must focus on trans-disciplinary cooperation to deal with these effects.

In terms of the global negotiation process, Bangladesh should immediately clarify its position.
High carbon emitters will not provide funding if Bangladesh cannot negotiate its needs
effectively. This requires building capacity, technology and compliance mechanisms.

Speakers shared these views at a national seminar titled “Bangladesh Climate Resilience and
Financing: Challenges, Opportunities and Way Forward,” organised by the Bangladesh Institute
of International and Strategic Studies (BIISS) in Dhaka’s Eskaton on Monday.

BIISS Chairman Ambassador AFM Gousal Azam Sarker chaired the session, while BIISS
Director General Major General Md Abu Bakar Siddique Khan delivered the welcome remarks.

Lawmaker Nahim Razzaq, convenor of Climate Parliament Bangladesh and member of the
Parliamentary Standing Committee on the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, attended the seminar as
the chief guest.

“To address this, there are eight building blocks- mitigation, adaptation, finance, capacity
building, technology transfer, compliance mechanisms, long-term goals, and finally, loss and
damage. Funds are available, but they prefer to give loans rather than grants. We must
negotiate.”

Highlighting Bangladesh's proactive stance, Nahim Razzaq said, “We have our own climate
change resilience fund and have already taken initiatives. We are losing 2 per cent of our GDP or
$1 billion every year.

“There are three major groups- legislative bodies in parliament, executive bodies of the
government, and stakeholders, who must work together to advance these initiatives. We need to
think of smart and innovative ways to raise funds, not loans.”



“We need to build partnerships at a global level to enhance our capacity collaboratively. Public-
private partnerships are important, as is raising funds, oversight and streamlining resources.
Development partners should collaborate to avoid project duplication,” he added.

Speakers opined that
to address this issue, Bangladesh needs to improve its fiscal space and pursue grant-based or
concessional climate assistance, as well as renegotiate and restructure existing development loans.

Senior officials from different ministries, diplomatic missions, media, researchers, academics,
businesspeople, representatives from different think tanks and international organisations, and
teachers and students from various universities participated in the national seminar and enriched
it by presenting their valuable opinions, questions, suggestions, and observations during the open
discussion session.
